The reason Thursday s chosen & because Jesus ceélebrated the Last Supper on the Thurscay
before he diod when he gifted his discipies with the Eucharist during the Passover meal. Many
local churches have moved the Celebration to the Sunday after Trinity Sunday. The churches in
the UK and ireland follow this practice.

In 10day’s Gospel the dsciples ask Jesus about Nis plans 10 celetvate the Passover meal. Jesus
Sends two of them Into the city and tels them what they are 1o do. Normally, the Passover meal
would De celebrated by a Jewssh tamily Mowever, Jesus is not Qoing 10 celebrate this meal with
s DioOd relatives Dot with hes “new famly” of disciples. When the disciples go into the city,
everything happens a3 Jesus foretold and they make the preparations.

Later that evening, Auwring the meal. Jesus speaks words about his death over the bread and
wine. Following the Jewish custom at Passover, Jesus blesses God for the gift of food and then
broaks the Dread and gives 2 plece 10 a present with the words, “Take it, this is my body” The
Droken bread he shares with the daciples is his body broken in death for others. Those who eat

He does the same with the cup and adds, “This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured

out for many* The Jews understood that the covenant made between God and lsrael at Mownt

Sinad had been sosled in armals” blood. Biood symbolised Me and since the Sinal covenant

was sealed in blood, it meant that israel then shared In God's very own Me.
